Today, Spanish authorities announced the arrest of almost 80 people involved in an extensive operation of illegal bluefin
tuna trade, fished in ltaly and Malta. The operation, led by EUROPOL, involved a large network of fishing companies and
distributors, including one of Europe's biggest seafood farming companies, the Spanish Ricardo Fuentes and Sons Group.

The illegal catches entered the EU market principally through Malta, where more than twice the amount of illegal tuna

was traded than legal, for an annual profit of €12.5 million. Last year, illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing was the

6th most valuable crime globally.
